The first call for 2011 Annual Assembly abstracts, which includes the SIG Symposia, 

opens March 15, 2010 and will remain open until May 3, 2010.  

 

The call will include instructions on how to have the abstract reviewed as a SIG 

symposium. There will be one primary contact (author) from each abstract that is 

responsible to make sure all requested information is submitted with the abstract. 

For 2011, SIG Chairs need to endorse all submitted SIG Symposia abstracts. There will 

be contact info in the submission instruction for members to reach their SIG Chairs, a 

check box that indicates endorsement by the SIG, and a drop down menu  to indicate 

which SIG is endorsing the abstract.  

 

Each SIG can decide to endorse up to three (3) of the submissions. If the check box is 

not checked or endorsed by the SIG Chair, the abstract will be reviewed as a concurrent 

session.
