This form can be used for global assessment on an intermittent basis; for example, once after 3 months and again at least 3 months prior to the end of the fellowship. 
The form is completed by members of the Palliative Care Team and may also be used as a self-assessment checklist by the fellow. It is adaptable to inpatient and outpatient settings, and should be accompanied by more detailed in-person feedback where appropriate

By Hand

Print the assessment tool and fill it out.

On the Computer

· Text—type the text (e.g., fellow’s name) in the shaded area, then press the Tab key to move to the next field.

· Checkbox—click in the box or press the spacebar to select it.

· Saving—Select File, Save As, and save with a new name.

· Editing—If you want to make changes to the assessment tool, you must first “unlock” it so that it is no longer a form.
